The M.A. in Migration Studies program 
adresses the issues of migration and global 
policy. It brings the experience of a country 
built on migration into academic focus. As part 
of a diverse student body, participants explore 
recent trends, compare immigration policies, 
and debate some of the most controversial 
issues of today’s globalized world. Practical 
courses give students key skills and expertise 
for careers in public policy, international 
affairs, politics, international development, 
and non-profits as well as a strong academic 
background suitable for continued studies.

All students of the M.A. in Migration 
Studies enroll in the Migration 
and Civil Society workshop. 
Through this course students are 
placed at internships based upon 
their academic and professional 
interests, prior experience in the 
field, and relevant language and 
technical skills.

Internships expose students to work 
in the field of migration in Tel Aviv, in 
other localities in Israel, and at the 
national and international levels.
